Curious about cruising?  What is this thing called cruise week?   

If you have questions about cruise week, or cruising in general, come to 

the cruising Q&A session: May 15, 12-1PM.  Burgers provided, the rest 

will be potluck. 

 

This year, our cruise week destination (after the islands) is Cedar Island Yacht Club.  

This club is similar to LSYC in many ways, and will be more quaint than Leamington.  

I have heard very good things from my contacts at Sandusky who have been there.  

Cedar Island is one mile west of Kingsville.  They offer ILYA reciprocity, and can 

handle boats up to 35 feet, depending on availability, and draft not much over 5.5 

feet (the channel should be dredged to 7').  There is also a municipal harbor next 

door shown in the March newsletter.  I plan on visiting at least one winery while there 

(wineries are located within a couple miles, north, west, and east, where Pelee is). 

 

The following comes from Cedar Island about their facilities: The Club house has 

kitchen, showers, TV etc etc so please make your self at home.  Wednesday night is 

race night so there will be folks from 5ish on around the club.  : There is a pump out 

at the gin pole, just ask a  members for the key.   There are several restaurants in 

Kingsville which is a short 15 minute taxi ride away.  I suggest Jacks.  http://

You can also visit the Pelee Winery where they crush and bottle all the Pelee 

Wineé.   If you dingy up under the bridge there is an extensive wet land / nature 

preserve that goes back 10 miles or more that can be fun to explore.
